CIKC Spring Conformation Classes

April 10th   2013
The Spring Conformation classes for the Champaign Illinois Kennel Club will begin on Wed. April 10th, 2013 at the Dog Training Club of Champaign-Urbana, located ¼ mile East of the Ford Harris Road and Route 45 (approx. 3 miles N. of I 74) There will be 6 sessions; the dates are to be as follows:

April 10th, 17th, (No class April 24th due to our shows) May 1st, 8th, 15th, and 22 nd.      

Classes are as follows:

6:00pm 4-H Jr. Showmanship – For 4-H members from the age of 8 through 18 yrs. who want to compete in the 4-H Jr. Showmanship class at their county show. (Contact your local 4-H leader or the Extension office for more info)
6:45pm Beginning/Novice Conformation – For New handlers, puppies and/or dogs just starting conformation showing. This class may move at a slower pace and will cover stacking, gaiting, and general presentation of the show dog.  (Closed to "new" students after April 17th unless approved by class coordinator)
7:30pm Advanced Conformation – Open to all handlers with prior experience. This class will focus on ring procedures and practice perfecting ring skills.
Drop-ins will only be allowed in the 7:30pm. class unless prier arrangements have been made with the class coordinator during this session.

Drop-in fee - $10.00 per hour per person

Club Members- $40.00 per handler

Bill Status of SB1532  Short Description:  FALSE ANIMAL COMPLAINTS
Senate Committee Amendment No. 1
Replaces everything after the enacting clause. Reinserts the introduced bill with changes. Provides that if any law enforcement officer, animal control officer, the Department, or an approved humane investigator (instead of the Department) determines that a complaint made against a person or entity is knowingly false and not made in good faith (rather that the complaint is false and unfounded) and is made with the intent to harass the person or entity, the Department may waive any confidentiality of the complainant and may refer the matter to the State's Attorney for consideration of criminal charges against the complainant.
