Illinois and Local Initiatives
The Illinois General Assembly is not scheduled to meet until after the November election.  Certainly new action related to dog ownership and breeding will occur when legislators return. 
Meanwhile, we should use this time to educate our neighbors and acquaintances about responsible dog care and ownership.  You may wish to discuss how your breed clubs support rescue and owner assistance as well as medical research.  As you know the Champaign Illinois Kennel Club and the American Kennel Club are actively engaged in supporting canine welfare programs.   
A few points to be noted include:
The Champaign Illinois Kennel Club (CIKC) holds health clinics, conformation-B matches, and donates funds to the Purebreds in Pink Breast Cancer Awareness program. Over the years the CIKC has donated to the Champaign Police K-9 Unit, the Champaign Humane Society, the Urbana Dog Park, the U. of I. Veterinary School, and the Champaign County Fairgrounds. 
The American Kennel Club supports the AKC Canine Health Foundation.  The AKC Foundation funds sound scientific research that will improve the health and lives of all dogs and disseminates health information to prevent, treat, and cure canine disease.   
Since 1995 the American Kennel Club Canine Health Foundation has become the largest funder of exclusively canine health research in the world.  Over the first fifteen years, the Foundation has funded over 550 grants totaling $25 million (AKC 2013 annual report).

	USDA Continues to Implement & Enforce New Pet Breeder Requirements

The AKC notes that that it is has been more than six months since the U. S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) began implementing the provisions of the revised Animal Welfare Act (AWA).  Although clarification to some aspects of the regulations are still pending, the AKC advises breeders to be aware that the USDA is enforcing these regulations that require some previously exempt breeders to now become licensed by the USDA as pet dealers.
