Legislative Liaison Report

There are at this moment no high alerts from the AKC regarding Illinois legislation about canines (or federal regulations/legislation).  On the bill tracking site for the 2013-14 session, there are approximately 10 Illinois House or Senate bills with language related in some way to dogs which have been assigned to committees.  These appear to be largely technical amendments.  The Illinois House returned on January 30 and the Senate returns on February 5.  It has been stated by some organizations that there will be extensive legislative action related to dogs introduced in this Illinois session.  In the last sessions there were several pieces of legislation that would be of high interest to dog owners had these bills made it out of committees. Among the topics in those bills were new language related to “companion animal hoarding” (seven), the power of “investigators” and what the owner may do with a dog during the investigation, and classifying vicious dogs based on breeds.  Stay tuned for developments.
