There will be 6 weeks of lessons; the dates are to be as follows:

Classes are as follows:

Legislative Update – January 30, 2014

American Kennel Club (AKC) Reports upon 2013 Successes – Includes Illinois in Positive Outcomes
· [bookmark: httpwwwilgagovlegislationfulltextaspDocN]Illinois – House Bill 1648 would have required organizers of coonhound events with more than 25 participants to notify via certified mail landlords of properties adjacent to the event location 30 days prior to the event and comply with other new provisions. At the request of the AKC, the sponsor amended the bill to exempt local events with entries on the day of the event, so long as they reasonably expect to have fewer than 25 entries and do not last longer than three days. AKC GR and AKC Coonhounds greatly appreciated the sponsor’s willingness to consider the concerns of local coonhound clubs. The bill passed the House, but was held in the Senate Assignments Committee. This issue may be brought up again in a future session.


AKC and Illinois Federation of Dog Clubs and Owners (IFDCO) Monitoring 2014 Illinois Legislation
Several interrelated bills that are being monitored by the AKC and the IFDCO are summarized below.  As is often the case, at first glance the titles of the bills and intent may appear to be positive actions to many dog owners and enthusiasts.  It may turn out that some of these proposed amendments to statutes are in fact positive actions.  However, the wording of terms used in the amendments, the proposed enforcement processes, and potential addition requirements are being closely followed by the IFDCO and the AKC.  For example, what is meant by “cruelty” and “overwork?”  To some animal radicals training and exhibiting dogs for conformation shows and training and competing in agility and obedience trials is cruel and overtaxes/overworks dogs.  What procedures will be put in place to determine “cruelty” and find violations? Observers note that as written the court will order convicted abusers to “forfeit” animals to animal control or animal shelters.  These animals in some instances may be euthanized. What about the roles of co-owners, breed rescue services, and others who may be able to protect these animals effectively? As these bills emerge from the Rules Committee, the AKC and the IFDCO will follow their evolution, ensuring that the final wording supports the protection of animals without inappropriately impacting responsible dog enthusiasts and their dogs. 

IL [R] HB 3768 - AGGRAVATED ANIMAL CRUELTY
Abstract: Amends the Humane Care for Animals Act. Provides that no person may knowingly beat, cruelly treat, torment, starve, overwork, or otherwise abuse any animal in the presence of a minor. Defines "in the presence of a minor".
Status: 	House Referred to Rules Committee - 01/13/2014 and remains 

IL [R] HB 4195 - ANIMAL ABUSE AND FORFEITURE
Abstract: Amends the Humane Care for Animals Act. Provides that upon conviction of improper care, cruel treatment, aggravated cruelty, or animal torture, the court shall order the convicted person to forfeit to an animal control or animal shelter the animal or animals that are the basis of the conviction.
Status: 	House Referred to Rules Committee - 01/13/2014 and remains

IL [R] HB 3779 ANIMAL ABUSE-PENALTIES
Abstract: Amends the Humane Care for Animals Act. Increases the penalties for convictions of cruel treatment, aggravated cruelty, and animal torture.
Status: 	House Referred to Rules Committee - 01/13/2014 and remains




IL [R] HB 4188 ANIMAL ABUSE REGISTRY
Abstract: Amends the State Finance Act. Creates the Animal Abuse Registry Fund. Amends the Humane Care for Animals Act. Provides that the Department of Agriculture shall create and maintain an animal abuse registry. Provides that any person 18 years of age or older that resides in or is domiciled in this State that has been convicted of cruel treatment, aggravated cruelty, or animal torture shall register with the Department of Agriculture within 30 calendar days after the date of conviction to be placed ...

IL [R] HB 4410 - Updated (New 01/30/2014) ANIMAL WELFARE ACT-ADMIN FINES
Abstract: Amends the Animal Welfare Act. Increases certain penalties that the Department of Agriculture shall impose upon a person or entity who violates any provision of the Act or rule adopted under the Act. Provides that an administrative fine of $500 (rather than $200) shall be imposed for the first violation; a fine of $1,000 (rather than $500) shall be imposed for a second violation that occurs within 3 years after the first violation; and that mandatory probationary status and a fine of $2,500 ...
Status: 	House Referred to Rules Committee - 01/29/2014 and remains
