The Winter Conformation class for the Champaign Illinois Kennel Club will begin on Wed. Jan 6th, 2016 at 7:00pm the Dog Training Club of Champaign-Urbana, 2210 West Ford Harris Road, Urbana, IL 61802 located ¼ mile East of the Ford Harris Road and Route 45 (approx. 3 miles N. of I 74) (we meet in ring 1 on the North end near the kitchen)


The CIKC will begin the New Year with conformation "warm-up" classes. This class will be ring practice for those who want to work their dogs in a show ring setting.
