Legislation Information

Economic Impact of AKC Purebred Dog Ownership in Illinois
The AKC sanctions thousands of dog events each year, which generate significant economic benefits to local communities in addition to the millions of dollars AKC dog owners in Illinois, spend annually on their dogs.
Events/Dogs at Illinois AKC Events over the past three years: 
2009:  AKC licensed and sanctioned 684 events in the state of Illinois, in which more than 110,100 dogs participated.  
2010:  AKC licensed and sanctioned 631 events in the state of Illinois, in which more than 114,700 dogs participated.  
2011:  AKC licensed and sanctioned 646 events in the state of Illinois, in which more than 119,500 dogs participated.  
The AKC conducts ongoing research regarding the economic impact of AKC events in localities throughout the state, as well as of AKC registered dogs in the state.   Based on our findings, it is estimated that over $36.7 million is generated annually within the Illinois economy from spending on purebred   dogs in the state.  This includes spending on events, dog clubs, show exhibitors, breeding and basic dog care, just to name a few.  As dog shows are a family sport, the large spectator gates generate additional revenues for cities and towns statewide

6:00pm Jr. Showmanship – For young handlers from the age of 8 through 17 years who want to compete in the Jrs. Ring. (class is contingent on number of youth that sign up)

6:45pm- Beginning/Novice Conformation – For New handlers, puppies and/or dogs just starting conformation showing. This class may move at a slower pace and will cover stacking, gaiting, and general presentation of the show dog.

 (Closed now to "new" students unless approved by class coordinator)
7:30pm- Advanced Conformation – Open to all handlers with prior experience. This class will focus on ring procedures and practice perfecting ring skills.
Drop-ins will only be allowed in the 7:30pm. class unless prier arrangements have been made with the class coordinator during this session.
