The AKC has forwarded a link to upcoming freewebinars being offered by the USDA about the scope and enforcement of the new regulations. The announce states that the “USDA Animal Care host a series of webinars on the new Retail Pet Store Rule this November and December. You are invited to participate in any or all of these webinars to speak directly with USDA about how the rule may or may not affect you as a small/hobby breeder.”

The webinars will be held Thursdays from 1 p.m. to 2 p.m. CST for a four-week period. The schedule of topics for the webinars is as follows: 
▪ November 7 – Am I regulated under USDA’s Retail Pet Store Rule?  
▪ November 14 – How will USDA implement the Retail Pet Store Rule?   
▪ November 21 – What is USDA’s inspection process in a home?
▪ December 5 – How will USDA enforce the Retail Pet Store Rule?
