The Fall Conformation classes for the
Champaign Illinois Kennel Club will
begin on Wed. Sept 10th, 2014
at the Dog Training Club of Champaign-Urbana, 2210 West Ford Harris Road, Urbana, IL 61802 
located ¼ mile East of the Ford Harris Road and Route 45 (approx. 3 miles N. of I 74)
There will be 6 weeks of lessons; the dates are to be as follows:
Sep 10th, 17th, 24th, Oct 1st, 8th, and 15th     
(we meet in ring 1 on the North end near the kitchen)

Classes are as follows:

6:30pm- Beginning/Novice Conformation – For New handlers, puppies and/or dogs just starting conformation showing. This class may move at a slower pace and will cover stacking, gaiting, 
and general presentation of the show dog.
(Closed to "new" students after Sept 17th unless approved by class coordinator)

7:15pm- Advanced Conformation – Open to all handlers with prior experience. This class will focus on ring procedures and practice perfecting ring skills.

Drop-ins will only be allowed in the 7:15pm. class unless prier
arrangements have been made with the class coordinator during this session.
Drop-in fee - $10.00 per class per person

Please Note- Use your discretion if weather is a question.
Closings will be announced on the email list, on CIKC Facebook and website. DTCCU will also post on Facebook and on Twitter (If the Dog Training Club Classes are canceled…we are not holding classes either)

The 6-week class fees are as follows:
General Public- $55.00 per handler
